Homework Night Program Description

K - 12th grade youth (with adult tutors and volunteers) gather for guided study, tutoring, discussions and fellowship at
Messiah Lutheran Church, 305 W. Magnetic, Marquette, MI. During the MAPS school year, Homework Nights are held
on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 7 to 9 PM. Youth and adults utilize 8 classrooms on Messiah's ground floor. Snacks are
provided free of charge, and youth can use our computer lab and other resources to complete assignments.

Activity Nights run during the summer from 6 to 9 PM on Tuesdays and Thursdays. Youth and adults gather for
recreation, movies, snacks, fellowship and discussion.
